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Abstract

We shall discuss the problem of upper bounds for the classical mean
squares discrepancy. Central to much of this work is the notion of
orthogonality. In particular, we show that this features prominently in both
probabilistic and deterministic considerations, and enables us to better
understand both. The talk will be accessible to anyone who has very basic

knowledge of Fourier series.
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
